At 

the start of the season tutoring is available and it can be available for 

those who join mid-season, but it is best to contact Mervyn Gulvin at 

Mervyn@mjgulvin.com to find out whether a tutor is available on a 

specific date.

The play is normal contract bridge (not duplicate) and the convention 

used is ACOL. 

Come as a single or with a partner. All are welcome.
