CANTERBURY BOWLING CLUB - REGULATIONS
1.1
Reporting for matches
Members selected for all matches, including reserves, must report to the Captain or his/her representative, in respect of a daytime match at least 20 minutes, and in respect of an evening match at least 10 minutes, before the scheduled start of a home match or the departure time for an away match.  It is the Member’s responsibility to make sure that he/she is checked in on the match sheet. Any selected Member who has not so reported to the Captain of the day shall be replaced by a reserve, even if the selected player is on the premises. Once a reserve has been told they are to play, that decision will not be reversed should the originally selected player report to the table.

1.2
Reserves for league matches
A travelling reserve will be nominated who shall travel to the away fixture. They are entitled to claim their travelling expenses and cost of the meal provided from the Captain’s Fund.

2
Team selection
Teams for matches will be selected each Friday for the seven days commencing on the Wednesday next following, at a time convenient to the Captain and Vice-Captains.

3
Hours of opening
The Club Green and Premises shall be open at such times as shall be decided by the General Management Committee (GMC). Play shall be restricted to the times for the Green to be open, and these times shall be prominently displayed in the Club House.

4
Dress Code

On the green. Members shall at all times be properly dressed when playing on the Green, as defined below:

4.1
Men:
4.1.a When the dress of the day for matches, club competitions or other tournaments is shown in the Fixture Card as “Whites”:  white collared shirt, CBC tie or club shirt with white trousers and regulation brown, grey or white footwear.  In addition, for club competitions or other tournaments, white tailored shorts with white socks are permitted.
4.l.b
(i) When the dress of the day for matches, club competitions or other tournaments is shown in the Fixture Card as “Greys”:  white collared shirt, CBC tie or club shirt with grey trousers and regulation brown, grey or white footwear.  In addition, for club competitions or other tournaments, white or grey tailored shorts with white socks are permitted.
(ii) At all other times — white collared shirt, or club shirt, grey trousers or grey/white shorts with white socks, with regulation brown, grey or white footwear. The wearing of ties is optional. Any ties worn on the green must be CBC ties. 
4.l.c Ties: For matches, ties will be worn on the Green at the beginning of a match, and will only be removed when the Captains agree and announce that ties may be removed.

4.l.d Waterproofs: All waterproofs worn on the Green will be white, cream or club colours as approved by the GMC.  Headwear will be white or cream.
4.1.e Shoes: Only regulation bowling footwear, defined as “smooth-soled, heel-less footwear” (EBA Law 10) will be permitted on the Green.  It is requested that sandals are not worn on the Green as the club cannot accept responsibility for any injury or infection as a result of wearing such footwear.

4.2
Ladies:

4.2.a For friendly matches and tournaments the dress is White – white/cream shirt/blouse or club shirt with a collar and short/long sleeves; white or cream skirt or trousers/cropped trousers/ culottes; white or cream cardigan/burgundy cardigan (if required); burgundy waistcoat with brown, grey or white shoes.  Stockings/tights are optional at all times but if worn must be brown – no pop socks or knee highs.  Plain white socks may be worn with trousers (but not with cropped trousers) and if worn “footsies” may not be visible.

Club shirts may now be worn in County competitions up to the final.

4.2.b Navy blazers with club/county badge are normally worn to matches, as are navy shoes/ navy sandals and a navy handbag.  If you are wearing the club shirt/white shirt with a blazer the collar is worn outside the blazer.

4.2.c For club competitions, Monday Night Leagues and roll ups the dress is usually grey – white/cream shirt/blouse or club shirt with a collar and short/long sleeves; grey skirt/trousers/ cropped trousers/culottes/tailored knee length white/grey shorts; white/cream cardigan or sweater or burgundy waistcoat/cardigan with brown, grey or white shoes. 

The club showerproof jacket, the burgundy waterproof jacket may be worn at Club matches, roll ups, County competitions and National competitions.

4.2.d In wet weather club showerproof jackets, white waterproof jackets, burgundy waterproof jacket, waterproof skirt or trousers may be worn

4.2.e Hats (if worn) must be white/light cream in colour and mustn’t be decorated with non bowling advertisements.  Base ball hats may be worn provided they are worn the right way round. 

4.3
Off the Green on Club Premises. Members are expected to be 
reasonably dressed especially when there are members and guests of other clubs visiting for matches, tournaments etc.

5
Use of the club facilities and charges therefor

The GMC shall set the charges to be made for using the various facilities provided by the Club.

5.1 Green: The Green may be played on at the times set out in accordance with Regulation 3, subject to any restrictions due to inclement weather or other cause imposed by the GMC or Greens Chairman. The Green Fees shall be prominently displayed in the Club House.

5.2 Billiard Tables. The use of these is paid for by the coin-operate light meters.

6.1
Booking of rinks for play

The Club House Diary shall be used for all booking of rinks. Prior to the start of the bowling season Home matches, tournaments, drives and other events shown on the Fixture Card shall be entered in the Diary by the Secretary. These bookings take precedence over all other requirements for rinks. The Secretary shall also enter in the Diary all rink requirements for regular Club activities such as the Major Carroll and the Two Wood Leagues.

Members wishing to book rinks for rounds of County Competitions (these to take precedence over all other domestic requirements other than those printed in the Fixture card) shall do so for such times as rinks are shown to be available.

Members wishing to book rinks for rounds of Club Competitions shall do so for such times as rinks are shown to be available, subject to the restrictions that (apart from matches, drives, tournaments, two wood triples league evenings and other events which require not less than six rinks) no more than five rinks may be booked for any session (see Regulation 3), and this restriction shall also apply to the Major Carroll games.

For men’s and women’s National, County and Divisional team competitions where the Club is playing at home, alternative dates may be provisionally booked by the Captain for not more than three dates to be offered to the visiting team and as soon as a date has been accepted by the visiting team the other dates provisionally booked shall be released. Rinks may not be booked for roll-ups.

7
Dogs

Dogs will be admitted to the Grounds provided they are kept on a lead and under control at all times. Dogs will not be allowed into any part of the Club House at any time.

8
Winter opening

During the winter months (from Ladies’ Closing day to Men’s Opening Day of the following year) the Club House will be open each week day from 10.00am to 11.00pm for the playing of darts, snooker, Line dancing, Bridge and Short Mat etc. Evening opening during these months may be amended by the GMC.

9
Travel

For all away matches, passengers in cars shall pay to the driver such sum as shall be determined at the start of each season by the Captain’s Committee. For those matches where the Medway is crossed, an additional payment for each passenger shall be paid to the driver from the Captain’s Fund by the Captain of the Day. The amount of additional payment will be decided by the Captain’s Committee at the start of the season.
10
Intoxicating Liquor

No persons under the age of 18 will be sold or supplied with intoxicating liquor, or will be allowed to consume intoxicating liquor on the premises. 

11 Non-members, Spouses and Partners


Non members, Spouses and Partners of members, when accompanied by a Member and with the permission of a member of the GMC, may occasionally roll-up on the payment of a Green fee, subject to availability of greens.  Regular play, as defined by the GMC at any one time, will not be condoned and the Member concerned will be notified and expected to address the situation.
These Regulations were adopted on 16 March 2015 and replace all previous Regulations.
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
